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Title: Ambassadors for Christ

Read Eph 6:19,20 

I. Paul calls himself an ambassador

Ambassador: the highest ranking diplomat that represents their country. 

Do you think it is fair to assume that if Paul considered himself an ambassador of Christ, that we should do the same?

Jesus said something very similar. Turn to Acts 1:8

“…you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be My witnesses both in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and even to the remotest part of the earth." 

Witness: someone who testifies to the truth. A representative of the truth. 

So, the Bible teaches that we are ambassadors, we are witnesses, we are representatives of Jesus Christ to our world. 

And if that is true, let me ask you: How is your witness? How is your ambassadorship coming along. How are you doing in representing Jesus to your world, your family, your friends, your neighbors, your co-workers?

I want to get more specific and focus on four areas of our lives. These are areas we need to evaluate and ask ourselves how we’re doing in these areas.
