b. Look for something you have in common. (give me a drink, I’m thirsty)

c. Try to spark their curiosity in spiritual things. (drink my water and you’ll never be thirsty again)

d. Be open to the supernatural gifts of the Spirit. (the man you’re living with is not your husband)


e. Be prepared for being side-tracked. (which mountain is best to worship at?)

f. Don’t be afraid to present Jesus as the answer to their need. (I who speak to you am he)

6. Note the stages she goes through in her developing understanding of who Jesus is:


a. Jew, 9


b. Sir, 11


c. Prophet, 19


d. Christ, 29
